HIGHLAND  COMPANIES PROPOSAL FOR A MEGA QUARRY IN MELANCTHON TOWNSHIP MAY HAVE SERIOUS IMPLICATIONS FOR THE HILLS OF HEADWATERS TOURISM REGION
The Hills of Headwaters Tourism Association’s Board of Directors recently passed a motion that a letter be sent to the Minister of the Environment, requesting an Environmental Assessment and Tourism Impact Study about the potential impact of the proposed 2,316 acre mega quarry proposal submitted by the Highland Companies.  

According to the application submitted by the Highland Companies, the proposal indicates the following:

· over 300 large diesel trucks per hour in each direction (north and south)will be on our roads, 7 days/week; 
· dynamite blasting will take place on site 6 hours/day, 6 days/week;

· 600-million litres of water will be pumped from the quarry, every day, forever!  

The tourism industry in our region has an estimated economic impact of $100 million annually, and supports 1400 jobs.  The mega quarry proposal will have a serious impact on the regional tourism industry.

The Hills of Headwaters recently sent this letter to the Honourable John Wilkinson, Minister of the Environment.
