Resizing and Cropping an Image in
Adobe PhotoShop Elements 2.0
1. Save your image onto the desktop as a .jpg file.

2. Open Adobe PhotoShop Elements 2.0 from the Start Menu.  Highlight Programs, Adobe PhotoShop Elements 2.0.

3. Cancel Registration Choice if it appears, and then Exit the Welcome Screen.
4. Go to File, Open and then select the file name of the image that you wish to open, click Open. 

5. When the image is open go to Image (it is one of the top buttons), and in the drop down menu, go to Resize and them click on Image Size.

6. When the Image Size Screen comes up make sure that the box beside Constrained Proportions is checked.

7. Under Pixel Dimensions, in the width box type 760, 180, or 160 (depending on the image size you want to crop the image to);  depending on the width you type in the height will automatically adjust.  Click OK.  The image will resize itself.  Then click the Maximize button.  

8. Go to the View drop down menu, go to Zoom and click it until the image is viewed at 100%.  The percentage can be seen at the top of the viewing window.

9. Beside Style in the toolbar, check that it is set to Fixed Size.  Enter 760, 180, or 160 in the Width, and enter 179 or 82 in the height.  (in reference to page 7 of the web site guide).

10. Move the mouse to the top left hand side of the image and left click on the picture.  A rectangle with moving parameters will appear on the image where you clicked.  Left click and drag the rectangle around until you get it to the desired position.  Take your left finger off of the mouse and make sure that the rectangle is where you want it to be, and that the sides of the rectangle are showing.

11. Go to Image, and in the drop down menu click Crop.  The cropped image is what will appear on the screen.

12. Go to File, then Save As in the drop down menu.  Rename your file and make sure that you are saving it as a .jpg file.  (A .jpg window will pop up, click Save)
